* Recommended not required.  Booster dose in 6 months.   
HPV – 9-14 year olds receive two doses of HPV vaccine 6-12 months apart rather than the previously recommended three doses. Teenagers aged 15 - 26 years will continue to need three doses of HPV vaccine over a 6 months interval.

Influenza (flu shot) – Seasonal.  Recommended for all individuals 6 months and older.

 HepA – can be considered for anyone 2 years and older for whom immunity is desired.  2 doses at least 6 months apart.



Pentacel = DTaP/IPV/HIB
HepB = hepatitis B

DTaP = diphtheria, tetanus, acellular pertussis (whooping cough)
DTaP-IPV = diphtheria, tetanus, acellular pertussis, polio

IPV = polio

HIB = haemophilus influenza type B

PCV13 = pneumococcal

MMRV = measles, mumps, rubella, varicella
VZ = varicella(chickenpox)

Tdap = tetanus/diphtheria/acellular pertussis 

(adolescent dose)

Hep A = hepatitis A

MCV4 = meningococcal (Menactra or Menveo)
HPV = human papilloma virus (Gardasil)

MMR = measles, mumps, rubella
